Courses offered in support of this concentration provide applied and experiential learning environments in the form of disaster simulations and exercises, and reinforce many professional skills such as risk and geospatial analysis and planning associated with disaster resilience.  
Given that all aspects of society are impacted by disasters, students from diverse backgrounds and academic disciplines are encouraged to consider the value of adding disaster management to their portfolios. 
The Minor and Certificate are coordinated by faculty within the EKU Homeland Security Program, which is housed in the College of Justice & Safety. This college also offers degree programs in fire protection & safety engineering technology, fire protection administration, fire, arson and explosion investigation, emergency medical care, occupational safety, police studies, criminal justice, and social justice.
