The purpose of the Homeland Security (HS) Program at Embry-Riddle Aeronautical University to enhance and expand the discipline of homeland security by developing and delivering the highest quality academic and professional program in the field. The HS program includes two tracks. Track 1 consists of the Core plus one of two Areas of Concentration (AOC): either Terrorism Studies or Emergency Management. The Cyber Security track consists of the HS Core plus extensive Computer Science courses; and no AOC is required.  The Bachelor of Science in Homeland Security requires successful completion of a minimum of 122 credit hours and is normally completed in eight semesters.  The Bachelor of Science in Homeland Security with a Cyber Security track requires successful completion of a minimum of 124 credit hours and is normally completed in eight semesters.  Both the HS Program and the Cyber Track requires a 2 credit Internship or Co-Op experience designed to provide students with a rich, real world experience.
