The Voorhees College Bachelor of Science in Emergency Management provides an all-hazards emergency management curriculum with a special focus on hazardous material management and response.  The program prepares graduates for numerous careers in emergency management, hazardous material management, and other related fields, as well as graduate work in these and other disciplines.  Graduates of the program will help fill the void and meet the manpower needs of local, regional and national employers in the public and private sectors in meeting the challenges of a complex hazard environment and diverse communities; locally and abroad.  Voorhees College is the only institution of higher education in the state of South Carolina to offer a Bachelor of Science degree in Emergency Management. 

Students enrolled in the Emergency Management Bachelor of Science program are largely traditional four-year undergraduate, full, and part time students matriculating into the college. In addition, the College is currently working on an evening program for nontraditional students who are entering college for the first time or students returning to the college to complete degrees after prolonged absences such as in-service professionals, individuals updating their skills such as military personnel, emergency management specialists, non-profit managers, or retired professionals.
