The University of Akron is offering a Bachelor of Science Degree in Emergency Management and Homeland Security (EMHS) in addition to Certificate and Minor options. The program, housed in the Department of Public Service has two routes for admission: A traditional program starting at the freshman year, or a "Step-Up" degree for those having completed accredited academic work in a variety of fields including fire protection, criminal justice, environmental health and safety, business, public health, and other related fields to emergency management and homeland security. All courses in the EMHS degree are offered on a rotating semester basis. The capstone course is a 300 hour internship working in an Emergency Management or related area. This program is unique in that it prepares students to enter government areas as well as health care/ hospitals, private sector corporations, and non-profit agencies. The program also has a strong research component, which significantly enhances student's analytical skills and knowledge. 

The University of Akron is granted accreditation by the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools and is the only Emergency Management Bachelors degree accredited by The International Fire Service Accreditation Congress (IFSAC).
