Thomas Edison State College offers a Bachelor of Science in Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness that focuses on both human caused and natural disasters and emergencies, with an emphasis on critical thinking and decision making. We also offer Associate degrees, including human services with a professional track in Emergency Disaster Services, as well as Fire Protection Science and Radiation Protection. Associate degrees require 60 semester hours of credit. Bachelor of Science degrees require 120 semester hours of credit. The College also offers a 12 credit graduate level certificate in Homeland Security, which can be completed online; these credits can be used to fulfill the 12 credit elective requirement in many of our Masters’ degree programs. 

Thomas Edison State College provides flexible, high-quality, collegiate learning opportunities for self-directed adults. Students complete degree requirements through a variety of learning and assessment opportunities including examination and Prior Learning Assessment, e-Pack®, online and Guided Study courses. There is no limit on credit which is accepted in transfer from regionally accredited degree-granting institutions and there is no residency requirement. Thomas Edison State College uses a prior learning assessment process for students requesting credit for college-level learning achieved outside of the classroom through work and life experience. College credit may also be earned for ACE evaluated certificates, licenses and military and corporate training.
