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	Enter a Brief Program Description: North Dakota State University (NDSU) offers a Bachelor of Science degree in Emergency Management. The program is built on a core of emergency management courses and complemented by a variety of social science courses to help students gain a holistic understanding of disasters and emergency management. NDSU's program is best-suited to students who are choosing emergency management as a career of first choice. 

To ensure students are prepared to contribute to the field of emergency management upon graduation, this comprehensive and challenging undergraduate program requires that students work collaboratively, give multiple presentations, write extensively, and think critically/solve problems in each class they take. In each of the core emergency management courses students are asked to apply the theory they have learned in practice such as preparedness campaigns, exercise development and implementation, and prepare or evaluate community plans. Students are also required to complete an emergency management internship (i.e., private, nongovernmental, or government) in an area that they would like to be employed in upon graduation.

Thus NDSU ensures, through a variety of mechanisms, that program graduates gain technical knowledge, expertise and the theoretical frameworks to join the profession with a solid foundation.
