Norther Arizona University’s (NAU) Online EMGT Program is ranked fourth in the Nation by the Emergency Management Degree Program Guide in its list of the Top 10 Online EMGT Degree Programs (October 2015).  NAU’S EMGT Program is designed to meet the educational needs of this rapidly expanding field, and offers the following EMGT Program options:

· Bachelor of Applied Science – EMGT; 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies – EMGT 90/30; 
· Certificate in EMGT (Stand-Alone or as part of a degree plan) 
· Minor in EMGT

Regardless of the degree plan you select, our EMGT academic plans combine a liberal arts and sciences education with a current EMGT and Public Administration professional program, as desired by EMGT employers.

NAU’s EMG Program prepares you to become an effective and ethical emergency manager (whether as a full-time emergency manager or taking on emergency management responsibilities as part of other job duties) in the public, non-profit and private sectors, and for graduate school. Our Program emphasizes experiential learning by linking theory to specific work situations, addresses the phases of emergency management: prevention, protection, mitigation, response and recovery, and focuses on effective communication, critical thinking, problem solving, ethics, leadership and budgeting. Just as importantly our courses are taught by caring, dedicated and knowledgeable faculty who work in the field (or are retired) and possess relevant professional Emergency Management and Public Administration experience. Most students discover they can transfer in between 64 and 90 units of credit depending on the degree plan, and the individual student’s circumstance.

Required Core Courses:

· Introduction to EMGT
· Homeland Security
· Incident Management Systems
· Emergency Planning
· Administration for Emergency Services
· Disaster Recovery in EMGT
· Introduction to Public Administration
· Public Budgeting and Finance
· Ethics Policy
· Leadership Concepts
· Planning and Decision Making or Internship
· Junior Level Writing

To receive a bachelor’s degree at NAU you must complete at least 120 units of credit. Depending on the degree and your circumstance, much of this can be satisfied with transfer work. At least 30 credits of work must be taken through NAU, of which at least 18 credits must be upper-division courses (300-level or above). Specifically:

· BAS – This degree is designed for students who have obtained an associate’s degree from a regionally accredited community college, allowing up to 64 (or 75) transfer credits in an associate’s degree transfer block. Major requirements include 24 units in the EMG specialization and 21 units of BAS requirements.
· BIS 90/30 – A very flexible bachelor’s degree that allows for the transfer of up to 90 units. Completion of 30 EMGT specialization units is required.
· Certificate (stand-alone or part of degree plan) and Minor – Completion of 18 EMGT prefix courses.

Northern Arizona University is accredited by The Higher Learning Commission (HLC) of the North Central Association (NCA).
