Saint Louis University – Bachelor of Science in Emergency Management 
Saint Louis University’s College for Public Health and Social Justice offers a Bachelor of Science in Emergency Management.  This degree gives undergraduate students the skills they need to help communities mitigate, protect, prevent, respond to, and recover from crisis situations.  Emergency management focuses on improving community resilience to alleviate both the short- and long-term effects of emergency situations.

This major focuses on multiple sectors including public health and healthcare, communication, emergency management, logistics, search and rescue, hazardous materials, law enforcement, social services and business continuity.

Students take 33 credits of major coursework as part of their 120 credits required for graduation.  Major courses include those in public health, fundamental and advanced emergency management, and emergency management technology. Additional Degree Options:
· Pre-Med Track: For students looking to go on to medical school, this track combines traditional pre-med science requirements with emergency management courses.

· Honors Courses: For students interested in the stimulating academic experiences and intellectual challenges provided by the Honors Program, honors sections are available for some courses.

· Minor: For those pursuing other majors but who are also interested in emergency management, a minor gives students an understanding of the profession and the core values of the field.

Professional Certification:
Upon completion of the bachelor’s degree in emergency management, students will have completed a majority of the requirements for the International Association of Emergency Managers Certification (IAEM), Associate Emergency Manager (AEM). Many employers require these professional certifications for new positions and numerous FEMA Emergency Management Institute (EMI) online independent study courses.
