Georgia State University - Ph.D. Degree in Public Policy 

Georgia State University offers a Ph.D. program in public policy and also has a joint Ph.D. program in policy with Georgia Tech.  Students may choose disaster management as one of two areas of specialization in both programs.  Students interested in disaster management usually choose environmental policy or public administration as a complementary specialization, but other options are available.  

The Department of Public Management and Policy also offers a Master of Public Policy degree with a specialization in disaster policy, as well as a stand-alone Graduate Certificate in Disaster Management.  The MPP program has a three course concentration and the certificate requires the completion of four courses:  Disaster Policy and Emergency Management, Disaster Relief and Humanitarian Assistance, and two electives chosen from among courses such as GIS applications, environmental planning and policy, land-use planning, epidemiology, and volunteer management.  Students may earn the certificate as part of their specializations in disaster management in the MPA and Ph.D. programs. 

The Ph.D. program is a traditional, on-campus program with a residency requirement.  Courses are not currently offered online. Admission is highly competitive.
GSU and Georgia Tech are both accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools. GSU’s MPA and MPP degree programs are accredited by the National Association of Schools of Public Affairs and Administration.
