Florida International University - Undergraduate Electives 

In addition to its Emergency Management Certificate offered through the International Hurricane Center, Florida International University, through it’s Department Of Management and International Business, offers two emergency management courses (1) Crisis Management, and (2) Emergency and Disaster Management.  Both courses are undergraduate electives for the management major.   

The Crisis Management course (3 credit hours) provides the student with the knowledge necessary to anticipate crisis and to understand the impact disasters will have on the stakeholder and the organization alike.  Students are taught necessary skills to be prepared to act in a responsible and decisive way when crisis occur due to a disaster and the scope of the disaster is still an unknown element.   

The Emergency and Disaster Management course (3 credit hours) provides students with the analytical and practical foundations to anticipate crisis, emergencies, and disasters.  Included are such topics as:  preparing for discontinuous management, planning and partnering, identifying critical resources, safeguarding assets, risk assessment, deploying personnel and equipment, relief operations, approaches to business continuity, and recovery and learning.
