University of Hawaii – Twelve Emergency Management Modules 

The Office of the Chancellor for Community Colleges has developed a series of twelve emergency management modules for the U.S. affiliated islands of the Pacific that address basic emergency management informational needs. Their intent is to provide, in 1-2 hour segments, an introduction on the foundations of emergency management mitigation, preparedness, response, recovery and planning, based primarily of FEMA training courses. The university is now pursuing the development of an Associate degree in emergency management.   As of January 1999 the Community College System's efforts are on hold.   
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
