
University of Massachusetts at Amherst - Natural Disaster Course 

The University of Massachusetts is currently offering the Natural Disasters course as an elective for BA/BS geography majors and for undergraduate geography minors in the Urban-Economic/Physical-Environmental Concentrations.  The Natural Disasters course is an interdisciplinary course, which earns 3 credits.  This course is an introduction to catastrophic natural disasters, the natural hazards that cause them, and their effects on humans and their environments: volcanic eruptions, earthquakes, floods, droughts, hurricanes, Tornadoes, landslides among others will be examined from a physical and human geographical perspective.  Management, Mitigation and relief of disaster effects; the analysis of damage they cause, and their prevention and prediction will be examined as well.  Use of various National/International data sources and case studies will be prevalent.  The course has a computer lab component, no prerequisite, but basic algebra and or statistics, and Physical Geography/Earth Systems would be suggested.
