Arkansas State University – Master of Science in Disaster Preparedness and Emergency Management 

The Master of Science in Disaster Preparedness and Emergency Management (DPEM) is an interdisciplinary program that prepares professionals to effectively meet the demands of disaster preparedness, mitigation, planning, response and recovery. The program requires 36 hours of graduate-level courses.
Students interested in pursuing a Master of Science in DEPM must have a Bachelor’s degree in any discipline. Applicants must meet the basic admission requirements of the Graduate School. To apply, complete the online application to the Graduate School and declare DPEM as your major. Applicants must schedule a personal interview with a MS DPEM adviser. Venues for the interview include face-to-face, telephone or electronic. The adviser and the student will analyze the appropriateness of the degree given the student’s goals and career objectives, the degree’s requirements along with the student’s academic progress to date. Admission to this degree program is conditioned upon completion of prerequisite course(s) required and acceptance by clinical agencies for practicum experiences.

Master Curriculum – 6 Modules

Students may enter the program in any module; each module will contain 2 courses. The Internship, Thesis or Project will be completed in Module VI regardless of the module in which they entered the program. Module VI may not be taken until the student completes Module III, regardless of the order in which the modules were taken. Each module will be 7 weeks duration. Four to five modules/calendar year will be offered. Should a student choose to take portions of a module, they can take the remaining courses the next time that module is offered.
