The George Washington University - Graduate Certificate in Emergency Management and Public Health

The George Washington University Department (GW) of Engineering Management and Systems Engineering supported by the GWU Institute for Crisis, Disaster, and Risk Management offers a Graduate Certificate in Emergency Management and Public Health.  The 18-credit-hour (6 courses) graduate certificate program is designed to provide an interdisciplinary graduate education for persons engaged in or seeking professional careers in crisis, disaster, and emergency management and/or public health in the public, private and not-for-profit sectors. 
Courses are offered in the evening hours at The GW Main Campus in Foggy Bottom, Washington, DC.  Currently, all courses are offered in the traditional classroom mode, one evening per week per course, over an academic semester.  Distance education courses are not available. Individuals may apply for the Graduate Certificate program by completing and submitting the GW Graduate Admissions Application and supporting information. Applications for Graduate Certificates do not require GRE scores or letters of recommendation, but do require a Statement of Purpose (one to two pages) that provides information regarding the specific Graduate Certificate being applied for, a brief description of the applicant’s reasons for applying, and any experience the applicant may have that is relevant to the certificate.  The Graduate Certificate in Emergency Management and Public Health does not require any prerequisite mathematics courses.
