The executive master’s in Emergency & Disaster Management offers a unique combination of online
learning and on-site residencies to provide participants with a thorough understanding of this
evolving field. Students progress through the one-year program as a cohort, completing five courses
that focus on various facets of the emergency management field.

During each course, the cohort comes together for weeklong group residencies that integrate critical
thinking exercises, hands-on practice, and engagements with some of the world’s top industry
experts and organizations. In between these residencies, participants engage in online study,
developing a deeper understanding of key concepts and industry best practices through individual
coursework, readings, and group discussions.

Enter List of Required Courses and Number of Credits Required to Complete the Program:

The executive master’s degree requires 30 credits total. Over the course of one calendar year, students take five courses comprised of online and on-site study. The study of
foundational emergency management practices, theories, and regulations is combined with intensive, one-week residencies at the indicated sites. All courses are required
and must be taken in the order outlined below.

Courses (6 credits each):

1. Theory & Legal Framework:

Learn the historical context of emergency management in the US by delving into theoretical concepts, legal and political structure, ethical considerations, and crisis leadership
skills necessary to serve the public in times of disaster.

2. Natural Disasters:

Study the disaster cycle and context of naturally occurring events through real-world case studies that teach the importance of understanding local conditions and building
resilience for effective response and recovery.

3. Terrorism & Weapons of Mass Destruction:

Explore the complex dimensions of deliberate, no-notice terrorist events as well as the challenges associated with risk communication and the application of advanced
technology in response to and recovery from CBRN hazards.

4. International Disasters:

Understand the complex diplomatic and humanitarian issues associated with providing aid to foreign countries. Explore response operations in widely divergent cultural and
economic conditions.

5. Capstone:

Integrate the knowledge gained throughout the program into a challenging applied research experience
