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Oklahoma State University’s graduate program in Fire and Emergency Management Administration Program (FEMP) is one of the oldest programs in the nation. Students receive a superior academic experience in preparing leaders in the fire services, disaster management, emergency management professions as well as educators and researchers in these fields.
Our program can be completed mainly on line in distance courses as well as on campus in the classroom.  Distance courses require students to attend class each week through their computer.  Students are able to participate in discussion and access the professor directly through their computer.  Students are expected to complete a minimum of nine credits on the Stillwater campus.  This can be accomplished by attending any number of our summer one week-long classes that are held here in Oklahoma.
