An Institute for Hazard Mitigation Planning and Research has been established in the College of Built Environments at the University of Washington. The institute is providing research, mitigation planning courses, and community outreach opportunities for graduate and undergraduate students and faculty from a variety of disciplines. Through the Department of Urban Design and Planning's Masters in Urban Planning program the Institute currently offers an area of emphasis in mitigation planning and has plans to offer a certificate program during the coming year.
