Harvard Kennedy School – Crisis Leadership in Higher Education
Harvard Kennedy School and the Harvard Graduate School of Education offer the Crisis Leadership in Higher Education program, developed to address the particular challenges faced by higher education leaders. As a campus leader (President, Chancellor, Provost, Dean, etc.), knowing how to act quickly and effectively in the wake of a crisis can protect students and an institution’s reputation. Crisis Leadership in Higher Education provides critical information about proactive training and planning that can help implement effective crisis management systems in advance of a critical event. Faculty experts in crisis leadership guide participants through a variety of concepts and scenarios, examining practical challenges ranging from natural disasters to emergent infectious diseases. The program identifies communication strategies and reviews techniques and protocols that can be tailored to a wide range of institutional circumstances.
There are no prerequisite courses necessary; the only requirement is having a position of responsibility and authority to act in a College or University setting and authority to act in a crisis. 
Crisis Leadership in Higher Education is a non-credit program and participants must attend all classes to receive a certificate of completion.
