Students explore a variety of areas within the discipline, including the four phases of emergency management, terrorism in emergency management, as well as interagency disaster management. This certificate is designed for students seeking entry-level exposure to the emergency management field, as well as professionals in industries such as fire science, homeland security, and EMT administration who are seeking to bolster their emergency management background.
