The Disaster Management Center at the University of Wisconsin, Madison, (UWDMC) has an international emergency management program focused on natural disaster and refugee emergency management.  The UWDMC coordinated development of materials and training courses for the Disaster Management Training Program (DMTP)+ offered by the U.N. Development Program and its Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs and has worked with the U.N. High Commissioner for Refugees on refugee-related courses.  UWDMC states as its primary role, the development of a comprehensive professional development program in disaster/emergency management for individuals from international, national and local government agencies or private voluntary organizations.  The UWDMC offers 20 self-study courses (with 10 courses available in Spanish) focusing on international disaster management.  Much of the material is applicable to U.S. disaster management.  Each course has a technical text, study guide and examination.
