Brandon University (Canada) – Applied Disaster and Emergency Studies, B.A. or B.Sc.
The purpose of the Applied Disaster and Emergency Studies (ADES) Bachelor of Science (B.Sc.) and Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) degrees is to provide students with an applied interdisciplinary understanding, through the natural and social sciences, of the impact and consequences of hazards and disasters upon current emergency management practice. The ADES degree is designed to combine social, physical and management perspectives of hazards and disasters within a liberal arts education framework so students can become new emergency management professionals with a broad scope of practice and wide-ranging knowledge.
The ADES degrees are based on the fact that disaster studies and emergency management require a balanced understanding of social and physical sciences. Therefore all ADES students take the same ADES core and elective courses while selecting additional courses from either the social or physical sciences to ‘tip’ the balance of their degree to be a B.A. or B.Sc.
The ADES Minor is also available to complement any other BA and BSc major. The Minor will reinforce the relevance of understanding disasters and emergency management to students looking to pursue other careers. The ADES Minor requires 6 courses as part of a B.A. or B.Sc. Applicants who already have a Bachelor degree may attend as a second degree student and will only have to complete 60 credit hours which is the equivalent of 2 years full time in order to receive the degree. All students applying to BU go through the same admissions process (please see "Future Students" information at https://www.brandonu.ca). Our admission department will help you with applying and will also be involved in considering your existing qualifications. Most of our students begin in September or January.
Required Core Courses:
Each of the following required (core) courses are taught over a term and are worth 3 credit hours towards a total of 120 credit hours for the 4-year B.A. or B.Sc. An Honours option is also available as is a Minor.
