Brandon University, Manitoba, Canada – B.Sc or BA in Applied Disaster and Emergency Studies 
Emergency management is the development and implementation of policies and processes to help reduce risks, prepare communities, respond to hazard impacts and recover from the consequences. The ADES degree is designed to combine social, physical and management perspectives of hazards and disasters within a liberal arts education framework so students can become new emergency management professionals with a broad scope of practice and wide-ranging knowledge.

Program Objectives:

The purpose of the Applied Disaster and Emergency Studies (ADES) Bachelor of Science (B.Sc.) and Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) degrees is to provide students with an applied interdisciplinary understanding, through the natural and social sciences, of the impact and consequences of hazards and disasters upon current emergency management practice.

Program Outcomes:

All students graduating with either a 4-year B.Sc. or B.A. in Applied Disaster and Emergency Studies from Brandon University will be able to:

Explain the physical and social interactions that generate hazards 

Identify and assess the physical and socio-economic causes of vulnerability to disasters  

Interpret and apply past, present, and emerging physical and social science theories to the creation of hazards and the impact of disasters

Develop appropriate theoretical constructs to guide research and practice in the fields of hazard and disaster studies and apply theory and research in a practical emergency management setting (e.g. government agencies, NGO’s, private industry)

Identify and produce ethical and evidence-based policy and practice alternatives for hazard and disaster mitigation, preparedness, response, and recovery

Furthermore, B.Sc. students will be able to:

Apply physical science fundamentals to disaster research 

Analyze the physical processes that underlie hazard interactions and disaster events

Assess and evaluate the existing knowledge regarding the physical science of disasters

Implement emergency management practices incorporating (synthesizing) physical science fundamentals

While B.A. students will be able to:

Apply social science fundamentals to disaster research

Analyze the social processes that underlie hazard interactions and disaster events

Assess and evaluate the existing knowledge in the social dimensions of disasters

Implement emergency management practices incorporating (synthesizing) social science fundamentals

All students graduating with either a 4-year B.Sc. or B.A. Honours Degree in Applied Disaster and Emergency Studies from Brandon University will be able to demonstrate the above outcomes as well as:

Summarize and interpret research literature in the disaster and emergency management discipline

Compile and compose alternative ideas or practices based on the research literature

Students completing a minor in in Applied Disaster and Emergency Studies from Brandon University will be able to demonstrate a mix of the above outcomes based on their course selections.
