Centennial College – Emergency Management Certificate Program 
Centennial College is offering a four-month executive Emergency Management Certificate program.  The Emergency Management Certificate program combines theory and practice and prepares students to: analyze hazards and assess risks; develop and practice plans for emergency response and recovery; design an emergency operations centre layout and build an understanding of mitigation and prevention strategies.  Centennial College is the first college to be awarded research funding from Health Canada to develop and evaluate courses designed to increase inter-professional collaboration in emergency response situations.  

The entire program is designed to be completed in four-months.  Classroom seminar time is Friday evening and all day Saturday every second week for seven weeks.  During the four-month period students will be involved with a major emergency exercise involving Greater Toronto Area emergency response organization.
