Central Queensland University Australia (CQUniversity) – Bachelor of Emergency Service (BEmergServ)
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Bachelor of Emergency Service recognises the increasingly complex environment faced by emergency service workers, and the economic, social and environmental impact of emergencies on our communities.
This qualification draws upon the interdisciplinary learning, teaching and research from a range of emergency service contexts to extend upon the Vocational Education and Training (VET) qualifications and the workplace experience of those working in emergency service roles. It provides a pathway to degree level qualifications and an opportunity to explore in–depth a range of key concepts and perspectives which underpin contemporary emergency service.
Students will have the opportunity to gain crucial lifelong learning and transferable generic skills, such as critical thinking and problem solving, which may be applied to a range of employment opportunities and life situations. The degree's flexible structure and approach to delivery encourages students to tailor their own program by combining compulsory courses with the choice of minor specialisation course options.
Required Core Courses
The Bachelor of Emergency Service is a professional entry undergraduate degree, which recognises the significant experience and professional competencies of emergency service workers. Students may enter the program based on either a relevant Diploma or Advanced Diploma, or International equivalent qualification and appropriate credit will be awarded for these studies. Based upon the awarded credit students will enter via Pathway One and complete one year full-time equivalent study or Pathway Two and complete two years full-time or part-time equivalent study.
