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The Justice Institute of British Columbia is offering a Certificate in Emergency Management. The certificate program uses the most up-to-date practical and theoretical training required to train students to fill the increasing need for more emergency management professionals. Specific aspects of emergencies are examined from a management, operations, logistics, and human perspective. 

This 15-credit certificate program incorporates the fundamentals of emergency management from the initial planning stages through to appropriate and comprehensive response strategies.  This part-time certificate is offered in a flexible delivery model where students have up to three years to complete the required and elective course work.  The minimum level of achievement in each course is 70%. 

Areas of study within the certificate program will include:
