Camden County Community College is proposing a Certificate in Emergency and Disaster Planning.  The certificate is aimed toward emergency personnel, fire, police and paramedics.  The certificate program will be an addition to the Criminal Justice, Fire Science and Paramedic Degree Programs currently at Camden County Community College.  The proposed Certificate in Emergency and Disaster Planning will require 20 credits to earn a certificate.   

Courses include: 

EDM 110 Introduction to Public Safety (3 credits) 
EDM 240 Introduction to Emergency and Disaster Management (3 credits) 
CRJ 241/EDM 241 Operational Security (OPSEC) (3 credits) 
CRJ 207 Terrorism (3 credits) 
EMT 100 Emergency Medical Technician (3 credits) 
------ Controlled Elective* (3 credits) 
Total Credits – 20 credits 

*An elective selected by the student that permits the student to focus on a specialty of his or her choosing.  This is done with the advice of a program faculty member and must be approved by a program coordinator or his designee.
