Northern Essex Community College will be offering an Emergency Management Certificate in the Fall of 2012. The Emergency Management Certificate is designed to meet a need in the local public safety field by preparing providers who are knowledgeable about responding to the demands of disaster management. The need for agency staff to be versed in controlling and mitigating both natural and man-made disasters is a developing field, with increased terrorism awareness and more demands on government to provide such services to citizens becoming more important.
The program is for public safety, EMS, Fire and Police personnel who wish to acquire advanced education and training in emergency management. During the program students will have the opportunity to complete 15 FEMA certifications related to emergency management.
The Emergency Management Certificate requires a minimum of 24 credits. Most of the course work will be done in online courses but students will need to come to the iHealth@NECC facility at the Lawrence campus once a week for in-class meetings and laboratory sessions.
