Beginning in fall 2012, the University of Richmond School of Professional and Continuing Studies will offer a new undergraduate degree in emergency management.

Our Bachelor of Science in Professional Studies degree in Emergency Management assists in preparing students to manage public sector emergency management, private sector disaster recovery and business continuity programs and homeland security programs in the context of events ranging from routine emergencies to catastrophes.

We focus on the integration of emergency management, fire, emergency medical services, law enforcement, business continuity, and voluntary agencies in a comprehensive approach to protecting life, property, government and the economy.

Our program allows students to work with fellow professionals as part of a diverse and experienced student body representing a variety of emergency-related disciplines.

Who Should Apply

Our programs are valuable for public service personnel, first responders, emergency managers, business continuity professionals, voluntary agency members, military personnel, fatality managers, search and rescue managers or practitioners in any field that responds when bad things happen.

Although many of our students already have a background in the emergency services, the structure of our courses and level of personal attention are also ideal for career changers or those who wish to develop new expertise.

The Curriculum
The B.S.P.S. degree requires 120 undergraduate credit hours, including 30 hours of course work in the EM major. Major requirements include a 9-semester-hour professional core addressing skills and abilities that are important for emergency management majors. Students may transfer a maximum of 60 semester hours from a regionally accredited institution into this degree.
