Public Health Practice Major, School of Public Health, University of Minnesota is offering a Public Health Certificate in Preparedness, Response and Recovery (PHCert-PRR) Program.  The PHCert-PRR Program focuses on public health knowledge, skills and attitudes to protect the health of the community in times of bio-terrorist incidents, infectious disease outbreaks and emergent public health threats. Coursework incorporates public health practice domains as established by the Council on Linkages found at www.TrainingFinder.org/competencies: 

1.        Public policy development using a systems framework;

2.        Interventions based on the dimensions of community and culture;

3.        Assessment and application of basic public health sciences; 

4.        Program management and communications principles; 

and emergency preparedness competencies for all public health workers (http://cpmcnet.columbia.edu/dept/nursing/institute-centers/chphsr/COMPETENCIES.pdf).  The public health content provides foundational skills in communication, management, surveillance, recognition, evaluation and control of agents, and preparedness, response and recovery principles. The courses are the basis for designing, conducting, analyzing, and evaluating programs from which insights may be drawn to protect community health.  
The Public Health Certificate in Preparedness, Response and Recovery is designed for public health professionals and other interested professionals with completed baccalaureate or advanced degrees who wish to develop a credential in emergency and bio-terrorism preparedness competencies to protect the health of the community in times of bio-terrorist incidents, infectious disease outbreaks and emergent public health threats
The Public Health Certificate in Preparedness, Response and Recovery will be awarded for a minimum of 12 semester credit unit of study in a distributive learning format through courses delivered online and at three-week Institutes permitting health and human service professionals to attain knowledge, skills and attitudes (competencies) in emergency and bioterrorism preparedness.
Program Curriculum

The Public Health Certificate in Preparedness, Response, and Recovery (PHCert-PRR), a program in the Public Health Practice Major, will be awarded upon successful completion of a minimum of 12 credits. Most students complete the curriculum by attending at least two Public Health Institutes, held in May/June of each year (some courses may be available online or during the academic year).
