Scott Community College – Health, Safety and Environmental Technology Program 

The Scott Community College Health, Safety and Environmental Technology (HSET) program is a competency-based program designed to provide students with the basic skills, knowledge, and abilities to gain entry-level employment in the environmental and safety fields. The program focuses on federal regulations for environmental protection, worker health and safety, and the transportation of hazardous materials. HSET courses are delivered online or through correspondence study. Students may earn a certificate by taking 6 HSET courses concentrating on either an environmental or safety emphasis, or earn an Associate of Applied Science degree by taking 12 HSET courses from SCC, plus transferring in the 33 general education credits from another college. The college also has a Credit for Prior Learning option. 

Courses offered are Occupational Safety, Characteristics of Hazardous Materials, 
Industrial Processes, Waste and Remediation, Air and Water Quality, Legal Aspects of 
Occupational Safety and Health, Transportation of Hazardous Materials, Special Topics 
(Fire Prevention and Ergonomics), Sampling and Monitoring Procedures, Worker Compensation/Incident Investigation, Hazardous Materials Health Effects, and Industrial Hygiene. 

Scott Community College is accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools.
