Associate degrees from technical colleges and universities outside of Wisconsin are evaluated on a course by course basis in accordance with UW Oshkosh transfer credit policy.

This is a degree completion program designed to build on an Associate degree, so all students must have completed their AAS degree or be in their last semester to be admitted.
