The George Washington University College of Professional Studies offers a Master of Professional Studies in Security and Safety Leadership. This degree is designed to meet the professional development needs of individuals who are involved in the public safety or homeland security sectors and have experience in law enforcement, emergency management, corporate security, transportation security, fire service, public safety, public health preparedness, and the military.  

Program Description:

The main objective of the Security and Safety Leadership program is to contribute to the professional development of safety professionals by analyzing a wide range of homeland security issues, policies, and practices. 

Students are taught by acknowledged leaders in the field of homeland security. These experts bring first-hand experience to the classroom, providing a strong focus on practical experience and strategic application of the following topics:

• Counter terrorism and emerging security threats

• Homeland Security strategy and policy development

• Regional security issues

• Emergency response

• Inter-agency cooperation

• Leadership and performance management

• Managing organizational change

• Intelligence and strategic analysis

Classes meet face-to-face one night per week plus one Saturday per month, in conjunction with online assignments.  The master’s degree can be completed in approximately 16 months.  The program has a cohort structure with a capstone project and internship opportunities.  

The George Washington University is granted accreditation by the Middle States Association of Colleges and Schools.
