Georgia State University, Institute of Public Health is offering a MPH in Health Management and Policy with Certificate in Disaster Management.  The MPH in Health Management and Policy with Certificate in Disaster Management prepares graduate students to use multi-disciplinary skills to address contemporary public health problems and to assume positions of senior responsibility in public health, research and training, particularly in the field of disaster management at the federal, state and local levels.   

The MPH program includes a minimum of 39 semester credit hours of study with 6 additional hours required to complete the Certificate in Disaster Management (which is normally a 12 hour program).  The Certificate in Disaster Management is offered through the Andrew Young School of Policy Studies (AYSPS).
