Harvard University, Graduate School of Design – Master in Design Studies: Risk and Resilience
The Master in Design Studies (MDesS) program in Risk and Resilience is a one-and-a-half year, non-studio degree program designed to provide students with the intellectual skills to develop preemptive, anticipatory practices in the areas of urban planning and design, analysis, urban and territorial management and resiliency development, in order to provide people and societies with the tools to effectively prepare for, cope with and manage rapid change. Examples of research topics include planning for climate extremes, management practices in rapidly developing economies, institutional effectiveness under extreme social conditions and environmental change, the methods and critique of risk and hazard assessment and civic engagement and advocacy practices. Students construct their own cross-disciplinary course of study from offerings at the GSD as well as from Engineering and Applied Sciences, Public Health, or other schools and departments across Harvard University.
The Harvard University Graduate School of Design is accredited by the National Architecture Accrediting Board, the Landscape Architectural Accreditation Board, and the Planning Accreditation Board.
