Course Description: This course provides the student with the skills required by Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) to serve as a Citizen Emergency Response Team (CERT) member within their community. Training is to provide the private citizens who complete this course with the basic skills they will need to respond to their community's immediate needs in the aftermath of a disaster when emergency services are not immediately available. By working together, CERTs can assist in saving lives and protecting property using the basic techniques in this course.
