GOALS & OBJECTIVES

The Emergency Management Institute (EMI) is hosting the 18th Emergency Management Higher Education Symposium June 6-9, 2016.  The symposium brings together representatives of colleges and universities which:

(1) Have an existing hazard, disaster, emergency management (EM) program in place or 
(2) Are attempting to develop and implement a hazard, disaster, or EM program on their campus (e.g., a degree, certificate, minor, or concentration).  
The symposium will be held at the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s National Emergency Training Center (NETC) in Emmitsburg, Maryland – about 75 miles northwest of Washington, DC.
This year’s symposium goal will be:

To provide an environment that encourages a robust dialogue and supports networking on a variety of topics, issues, successes and challenges related to emergency management higher education delivery. 
The symposium is designed to provide relevant information to faculty and administrators of emergency management and homeland security collegiate programs with the expectation that this information can be used in the development of new college courses and programs, or in the modification of existing courses.  The symposium also provides a fantastic environment for faculty, students and practitioners to share research ideas and expand networks for future collaboration.
This year’s symposium objectives will be:
· Cognitive objective: Participants will leave the symposium with a greater knowledge of the resources and supports available to improve and grow their emergency management higher education programs
· Affective objective:  Participants will be inspired to collaborate and continue to think about how emergency management can realize the potential of the ‘whole community.’ 
· Behavioral Objectives:  Participants will continue the dialogue when they return home, apply what they learn to their own programs and actively participate in the EMI higher education program throughout the year.
