Carter is an Instructional Coordinator and an Adjunct Faculty Member for the Mid-Atlantic Center for Emergency Management (MACEM) at Frederick Community College (FCC). He is currently assigned to the development of a 3-day workshop on public-private partnerships under a Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Continuous Training Grant, and to the support of the Maryland State Department of Education’s Career and Technology Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness Program. Mr. Carter retired as Program Chair of the University of Maryland University College (UMUC) Undergraduate Public Safety Administration Program in 2014. For more than 8 years, he coordinated the development and delivery of programs in Emergency Management, Fire Service Administration, Homeland Security, and Public Safety Administration for UMUC. He has more than 45 years of experience in emergency management and public safety delivery, including 19 years on the faculty of the University of Maryland, Maryland Fire and Rescue Institute; service as senior staff for Johns Hopkins University assigned to the Maryland Emergency Management Agency; and 5 years as a rural Arizona fire chief.

Mr. Carter holds an undergraduate degree in Psychology from Thiel College and an M.S. in Management with a specialty in State and Local Government from UMUC. He is a graduate of the National Fire Academy’s Executive Fire Officer Program.

MACEM designs and delivers training and education programs for Federal and state agencies along with emergency management professionals in the private sector. MACEM has completed the development of an online course in situational analysis for FEMA directed at executive-level personnel, Complex Attacks Situational Awareness & Response. A second course, Situational Assessment for Complex Attacks, is also being offered for first-line supervisors. The Center is the Higher Education Affiliate for the Maryland Department of Education’s Career and Technology Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness High School Program. There is a current MACEM initiative offering training in business continuity planning for local business and industry. FCC began providing academic programs in emergency management in 2006. FCC offers an Associate of Applied Science in Emergency Management as well as an Emergency Management Certificate Program, and a Letter of Recognition Program in specific emergency management areas.
