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[bookmark: _GoBack]Ms. Ann Hershberger is attending the Higher Education Symposium because Eastern Mennonite University (EMU) is new to the field and she wishes to learn from those who have blazed these trails. Building on a strong international development program in the 1980s and on the work of the Center for Justice and Peacebuilding since the early 1990s, EMU is launching a program in Humanitarian Action Leadership that will include an undergraduate minor and graduate certificate along with training opportunities. The conceptual framework will include attention to climate change and development as well as disaster response within a values-based approach. The graduate program will prepare practitioners to serve Non-Governmental Organizations, aid agencies, governmental organizations, businesses, and others working in times and places of natural or human-made disasters. Threads in all courses include: conflict analysis and peacebuilding; justice; faith-based development and relief; capacity building; resiliency; climate change; and personal formation. The graduate certificate will be primarily online or could be offered onsite for agencies in a cohort of at least eight. The undergraduate minor includes 21 Semester Hours including an onsite practicum/internship.
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
