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Dr. David Harrison McIntyre has been writing, teaching, and presenting on National Security and Homeland Security issues for 29 years. He teaches graduate-level homeland security, emergency management, and field research courses at The Bush School of Government and Public Service at Texas A&M University. Dr. McIntyre is also a Senior Fellow at the George Washington University Center for Cyber and Homeland Security. He serves on both the Executive Committee and the Curriculum Standards Committee of the Internationality Society for Preparedness, Resilience and Security.

Dr. McIntyre was appointed to the National Security Education Board by President
George W. Bush in June 2008, confirmed by the Senate, and served until 2012. From 2010 until 2014, he was a Distinguished Visiting Fellow at the Homeland Security Studies & Analysis Institute in Washington, DC. He also previously served on the National Board of Directors of the InfraGard National Members Alliance (a public-private partnership with the FBI); as Academic Advisor to the University and Colleges Committee of the International Association of Emergency Managers; board member of the Homeland Security/Defense Educational Consortium, and on the 2002–2003 Defense Science Board Summer Study on Homeland Security.

Over the last decade, Dr. McIntyre has taught homeland security at the Bush School, the Elliott School of George Washington University, the LBJ School at the University of Texas, and the National Graduate School of Falmouth, Massachusetts. He designed homeland security curriculum for Colorado Technical University and directed the Integrative Center for Homeland Security at Texas A&M for 4 years. He has taught more than 50 graduate and undergraduate courses, addressing subjects ranging from strategy and policy to emergency management, business continuity, risk management, terrorism, critical infrastructure, graduate research, intelligence and law enforcement practices, state and local government, and the fundamentals of cyber security.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In 2014, Dr. McIntyre led a 9-month student research project that compared Federal Emergency Management Agency guidance for risk management (CPG-201) to the way 19 local governments (town, city, and county) actually conduct preparedness evaluations. In 2015, his graduate team compared the new (2014) National Disaster Recovery Framework with the lessons learned about critical infrastructure after Hurricane Ike devastated Galveston. His 2016 research team is evaluating the use of the most popular frameworks for business continuity management by private industry. The 2017 program will assist Federal law enforcement in research for the 2017 Super Bowl.

Dr. McIntyre also helped to design and deliver numerous executive-level educational exercises and seminars for senior audiences, including the Department of Agriculture, the Environmental Protection Agency, the Portland and Miami Police Departments, DC think tanks, and various military organizations. In May 2016, he helped facilitate a workshop on law enforcement responses to a bio event for officials in New York City.
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
