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[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Mark Morgan is an Adjunct Professor for the Emergency and Disaster Management Program at Western Carolina University and recently completed his Ph.D. in Public Safety (Emergency Management) through Capella University. He is a retired Army Officer that supported the Continuity of Government Program during the Reagan administration and has almost 40 years of experience in the fields of infrastructure protection; counter-terrorism survivability; emergency, disaster, and crisis management; preparedness; and response in all-hazard/all-risk programs. He has facilitated hundreds of discussion- and operational-based exercises from concept design to evaluation for groups ranging from dozens to hundreds of participants. Dr. Morgan has supported preparedness activities for the public (Federal, state, and local, including executive, legislative, and judicial activities) and private sectors (initial “start-ups” to FORTUNE “10” – particularly in chemical, energy, bio-technological, and other cutting edge “higher-risk” techno areas).

Following Hurricane Katrina, Dr. Morgan deployed to the Gulf in support of the Environmental Protection Agency’s Office of Water activities under Emergency Support Function #3. His public sector efforts also include supporting community public health preparedness programs and capabilities designed to manage and respond to the potentially severe consequences (especially “fear management”) associated with mass casualty incidents, and the 2002 Winter Olympics’ infrastructure protection and preparedness efforts.

Dr. Morgan is passionate about developing the next generation of preparedness professionals and advancing the discipline of emergency management as it transitions from a historically practice-based discipline to one based on science that yields epistemological understanding.
