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Mr. Miguel A. Santini Padilla, J.D., LIM, is a Professor of Criminology, Criminal Law, and Criminal Procedure and Investigation; Puerto Rico Constitutional Law; Humanities; and Political Science at American University of Puerto Rico. He is also a consultant to the American University of Puerto Rico president for the development of academic programs in public safety and national security, review and assessment of the criminal justice program, and coordination of university partnerships with Federal and state agencies and non-governmental organizations.
