Mr. Mark Riebau is a licensed Professional Engineer (P.E.) and Certified Floodplain Manager (CFM) with almost 50 years of professional experience. His introduction to floodplain management came in 1967 while a student in Civil Engineering at the University of Wisconsin and a part-time employee of the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (DNR), where he was asked to write a computer program to calculate the effect on flood levels of an encroachment into the floodplain. He has been actively engaged in floodplain management ever since.

Mr. Riebau worked for the State of Wisconsin as both the State Dam Safety Engineer and Assistant Chief, Dam Safety-Floodplain Management Section. The DNR administers the State’s floodplain management program and serves as the State National Flood Insurance Program Coordinator, helping communities to adopt and enforce compliant floodplain development regulations.
