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Professor John R. Rolfe is the Internship Coordinator of the Behavioral Science College at Wilmington University, a position he has held since November 2013. He has been with Wilmington University since 2010, and holds the position of Adjunct Professor. He teaches numerous courses within the College of Criminal Justice.

Professor Rolfe completed 27 years of service with the Delaware State Police (DSP), retiring with the rank of Patrol Sergeant. His career with the DSP comprised mostly within the Patrol Division at various DSP Troops. From 1986 to 1991, Professor Rolfe was trained as a Trooper Medic and was assigned as Chief Medic with the DSP Aviation Unit, serving the New Castle County area on Trooper 4. Prior to Professor Rolfe’s police career, he joined the U.S. Army in 1972. He completed Airborne training and was assigned to the 82nd Airborne Division. He assumed many roles in the 82nd Airborne Division and eventually completed his enlistment obligation with the rank of Sergeant as an Assistant Platoon Sergeant.

He attended Wilmington College in 1977–1978, working towards his bachelor’s degree. In 2001, he attended the Administrative Officers Management Program (AOMP), which is a 15-credit master program taught at the University of North Carolina in 2001. The AOMP courses are geared to prepare mid-level supervisors for future management positions. Upon completion of his career with the DSP in 2008, Professor Rolfe returned to Wilmington University some 30 years later and obtained his bachelor’s degree in Criminal Justice. He then began his studies for the master’s degree at Wilmington University in the Administration of Justice. In his M.S. course of study, he took a special concentration in Leadership and Administration. He attained his master’s degree and began as an Adjunct Instructor in 2010. He is also a member of the Alpha Phi Sigma Criminal Justice Honor Society: Eta Beta Chapter.
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
