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Dr. Robert (Rob) M. Schwartz is a Professor of Emergency Management and Homeland Security in the Department of Disaster Science and Emergency Services at The University of Akron. He joined the University in 2007. He has taught various classes, including Hazardous Weather Observations; Hazard Science and Management; Technology in Emergency Management; Disaster Vulnerability; Disaster Recovery; Introduction to Terrorism; Disaster Research Methods; Professionalism in Emergency Management; and Emergency Management Business. Dr. Schwartz’s research interests include emergency management issues from disasters, atmospheric hazards (hurricanes, blizzards, and tornadoes), and climatology. He has completed field observations following several hurricanes such as Sandy, Ike, Ivan, and Charley, and other atmospheric hazards such as tornadoes. Besides his responsibilities at The University of Akron, he has been involved with Federal Emergency Management Agency focus groups.

Dr. Schwartz holds a B.A. in Sociology from the University of Florida; an M.S. in Geosciences from Mississippi State University; and a Ph.D. in Geography from Kent State University.
