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Dr. Claudine SchWeber is a Professor of Management in the Graduate School at the University of Maryland University College (UMUC). She has been involved in emergency management since Hurricane Katrina, working with local universities (via grants from the Sloan Foundation) to provide learning continuity using online education. This led to a 2007 workshop on Academic Continuity & Emergency Management, which brought together emergency professionals and academic faculty and administrators in the greater Washington, DC, area.

Since then, Dr. SchWeber has focused on integrating resilience and emergency preparation concepts and literature in graduate leadership courses and conducted research exploring the extent to which MBA programs include managing for continuity and dealing with the unexpected in their curricula. She has published several papers and book chapters on this topic and made presentations in the United States and overseas (e.g., UNESCO, and business conferences in Haarlem, Lyon, and Milton Keynes [UK]). She has been a Fulbright Scholar in Israel and Namibia.
