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Dr. Christine Gibbs Springer was appointed on September 1, 2006, as Director of the Executive Master’s Degree in Crisis and Emergency Management at UNLV, which was created by the Board of Regents in 2003. She is currently a Professor of Public Administration and Director of the ECEM Degree Program. Since that time, she has overseen the restructuring of the academic program, which is the only full executive master’s in the country on this subject, a program that has graduated 375 students as of July 2013. 
Dr. Springer is currently involved in doing research on regional infrastructure resilience in Nevada and developing and making operational an internal and external stakeholder interaction plan. She has served on Congressional Panels developing performance metrics for DHS/FEMA grants, a FEMA panel to develop core competencies for college curriculum and degree programs, and on the Congressional Panel evaluating FEMA Post-Katrina (2009) and this year evaluating FEMA’s flood mapping coordination with other Federal and state and local agencies. She serves on the Nevada Citizen Corps, InfraGard, The Nevada Community Organizations Active in Disasters, The Southern Nevada Medical Reserve Corps, and The World Affairs Board of Directors as well as the FBI Citizens Academy. She is also a member of The National Preparedness Coalition and the Nevada Commission on Homeland Security. Dr. Springer has spent most of her adult life specializing in turning around organizations, capacity building, and developing intergovernmental collaboration. She has facilitated strategic planning sessions for groups like the Desert Research Institute and has strategically restructured 6 Indian tribes and 52 organizations including EthelM Chocolates, the Waste Board of California, and the Las Vegas Valley Water District. She was named one of the 100 Most Intriguing People in the World by the American Biographical Institute and International Who’s Who (2003) and Nevada Business Leader of the Year at the 2004 Congressional Tax Summit based upon her “contributions to Society and the expectation that she will continue to contribute as a role model, activist, and achiever.” 

A recognized expert in facilitation, marketing, communications, and management processes, Dr. Springer has authored 10 books and numerous articles on those subjects and is a columnist in the P.A. Times on Strategic Management. On March 6, 2012, she received a national award for the best column in 2011 entitled: “Unleashing Innovation in Public Agencies.” She is on the Editorial Board of the Journal of Emergency Management. She was recently honored by Cambridge Who’s Who for Excellence in Operations Management and Madison Who’s Who as an international leader in strategic management. She has been included in International Who’s Who of Professional & Business Women (since 2000). Dr. Springer serves on The Board of Directors of the National Academy of Public Administration—a Congressional think tank founded in 1967 and on the Board of the World Affairs Council of Las Vegas. Dr. Springer has developed strategic management, ActionPlanning©, teambuilding and conflict resolution methodologies for organizations over the past 15 years. Among the Boards that she currently serves on is The Self-Employment Loan Fund, an organization that funds new enterprises; The Philharmonic Guild (President); Infragard Board of Directors; and The Southern Nevada Chapter of ASPA. She has served as President of the American Society of Public Administration, as a Baldridge Award Examiner, as a State Quality Examiner, and as President of a Chamber of Commerce. Dr. Springer is a member of the Institute of Management Consultants, NAWBO, AFP, EAPA, the American Society for Training and Development, and the Society for Human Resource Management. She is an online and published columnist for numerous professional societies, and a contributor to magazines and journals like Public Management and Public Administration Review.

Her work experience includes serving as Manager of Government and Community Affairs (15 years) at the Salt River Project, Visiting Professor at Arizona State University, Manager of Economic Development Planning in an Arizona Governor’s Office, and Treasurer of Investors United Life Insurance Company. She has had post-graduate training in residential care for the elderly, Balanced Scorecard Assessment, and Alternative Dispute Resolution. 
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
