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A topic in great need of research for emergency management is the science of quantifying the probability of wide-scale power outages and their duration. Private corporations and government entities are forced into action when wide-scale power outages occur.   Other than hurricanes making landfall though, there are rare instances where the likelihood of a sustained power outage is known with enough confidence for teams to take costly pre-event actions such as mobilizing or renting additional generators, or brining in reservists from another distant market. A study on quantifying the likelihood of power outage for impending threats would aid here. One specific item would be correlation of sustained wind speeds to power outages in different markets.
