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About the Data
     The data herein reflects readings and resources utilized by higher education programs.  This data was collected in conjunction with the annual survey of emergency management higher education programs.  The survey results regarding the annual Body of Knowledge reiterate a pattern that has been evidenced in the lists over the years – some limited consensus in the top selections with the majority of the selections being submitted by a single program.  The survey instrument was distributed to the institutions that offer certificate or degree programs on the FEMA College Lists (n=133).  Of the institutions solicited, 56 replied for a response rate of 42%.  
     Responding institutions were asked to submit ten items for the Body of Knowledge list, but submitted a varying number of items between zero and ten.  In total, 151 entries were submitted with 70 (46%) of those items being submitted only once by a single program. In total, the list contains 93 entries this year and illustrates the level of diversity that can be seen across programs.  Entries that have multiple editions that were referenced by respondents were included in the list with the latest edition data for clarity.
