COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is the first in a five-course comprehensive Technical Certificate of Credit for Homeland Security. The purpose of this course is to provide a primer on homeland security for emergency managers and related disciplines. Content first includes an overview of the Homeland Security basic management concepts. Then, there will be readings, discussions and problems related to achieving homeland security. · Basic terminology and definitions of Homeland Security

· Identifying key terms and concepts for external opportunities or threats for terrorists. 

· Identifying internal strengths and weaknesses for defensive and preventative management actions and disaster preparedness.

· Basic operational plans and strategic plans. 

· Basic formulation of organizational structure in DHS. 

COURSE/LEARNING ASSESSMENT

In addition to library research, mastery of course concepts may require demonstration of critical thinking and communication skills by a combination of term papers, discussion questions and written assignments. Written assignments may be used to assess competency in undergraduate writing skills.

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS / COURSE GRADE

Your grade for this course will be based upon mastery of course concepts as demonstrated by successfully completing the term assignments on time. Requirements consist of one term paper, a mid-term exam and a final exam.

Exams: 

· All exams will be primarily objective. All exams will cover only material for that particular area. 

· The final exam is NOT comprehensive. 

· Material covered in the book and on the discussion board is most likely to appear on the exams. 

· There will be no makeup exams without explicit authorization from the instructor. You may arrange in advance to take an exam early. I do reserve the right to ask for written documentation.

Course Requirements: 

· Class participation – each student must research and find and article pertaining to course topics and present that article in class (5 minute presentation).  Check with me for article content prior to presenting. [100 points]

· Tests- there will be two tests (1 mid-term and 1 final exam) in the written format subsisting of multiple-choice questions. [600 points total] 

· Term paper requirement — Each student will select a topic, from the list of topics below, and write a term paper. You will be required to type your paper, 3 to 5 pages, double spaced, and turn in for grade according to the course schedule. Follow APA format, 5th edition. [300 points] 

· Grading: A = 1,000-900; B= 899-800; C=799-700; D=699-600, F= below 600 

1,000 points total (available) 

· The Term paper is a method for ensuring reading is taking place outside of the classroom and the text book. Each Term paper is worth 300 points and must be typed and in accordance with APA format. Include a copy of the reference article at the turn in date. Reference article can be e-mailed to your instructor, scanned into a PDF, or faxed to a number provided to your instructor ahead of time.
