Course Description: This course will introduce students to the principals and practice of Emergency Preparedness. The course will utilize New Orleans as the case study of emergency preparedness, especially drawing upon preparedness planning for this hurricane season. Students will visit the New Orleans, State and Federal preparedness offices. All students will be expected to undertake practical exercises in support of the New Orleans Emergency Preparedness Office. 

Course objectives: Students will gain familiarity with the key concepts and tools related to emergency preparedness as well as the US Department of Homeland Security’s National Response Plan, Universal Target Capability List, and the Emergency Support Functions. They will be able to identify preparedness target capabilities, the roles of responsible emergency response organizations and the tools of preparedness. 
Methods of Evaluation: Student project (50%), presentation 25%, short paper on selected element of preparedness (25%)
